“As an entrepreneur myself with many, many years of experience I have done an extensive review and study of the entrepreneur market and its commercial potential,” explains founder and CEO, David Selley. “As a result I have founded and started the International Entrepreneurs Association, so that I can use my knowledge to both help and encourage other entrepreneurs.” Selley believes that to be a successful entrepreneur, you must have a clear vision of what you want to do and achieve, and the IEA will help to nurture these ideas with its many resources.

The site will be multi-lingual and will have a worldwide appeal, with promotion through radio, TV and an international book signing tour. The association will initially target 50 major cities and 30 countries, including USA, UK, Canada, India and Nigeria, which will perform as test markets.

As the association develops, Selley wishes to introduce licensing of member countries, counties and states. Selley, originally from England, studied Economics at the University of British Columbia before immigrating to the United States. He spent twenty-five years in sales and senior management with Revlon, Lancôme, Helena Rubinstein and Charles of the Ritz. Selley then launched his second career as an entrepreneur, going on to own several successful businesses, including restaurants, a mail order and manufacturing business and a criminal college. 

He was inducted into the Enlightened Millionaire Institute Hall of Fame and is featured in national media and infomercials and is a popular guest on radio talk shows. He is a certified probate specialist with the J G Banks Institute.

Selley is currently CEO of Target Management Services LLC a sales and marketing organization, and is authoring a series of books as part of a Guinness World record attempt in the publishing arena in 2016-7 which will involve a 30 country 50 city book signing and goodwill tour.
